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The vicar writes… 
 
 Drop a stone in a pond, and you will not only disturb the placid 
surface of the water, you will send ever widening ripples right 
across the pond. This is what happened when God the Holy 
Spirit came into the lives of the first followers of Jesus on the 
Day of Pentecost, just 50 days after his resurrection. It certainly 
disturbed the placid waters of Judaism. The services were going 
on in the temple as usual. Then suddenly these men and 
women were so filled with God’s Spirit that they burst out prais-
ing Him in the streets. Their teaching of a crucified Messiah, 
risen and able to fill people with his Spirit disturbed the leaders 
of Israel. They hoped they had put a stop to this troublesome 
movement. Their healing of sick people through the Spirit of Je-
sus was an equally unwelcome and embarrassing sign of God’s 
power in their lives. So was the fact that if you put them in 
prison they would praise God while chained in the stocks, sing 
hymns at midnight, and bring the jailor and his family to faith 
and baptism! Baptism was the sign or sacrament of the new 
movement. People were immersed under the water as a mark of 
the washing away of sins through the death of Jesus, of dying 
with him and rising to new life through his powerful Spirit inside 
them. And the evidence in their lives was there for all to see. 
The movement spread like wildfire. Perhaps the nearest anal-
ogy in nature is the eruption of a volcano. Do you remember 
seeing it on TV? It is an awesome demonstration of power. It 
was like that as the Christian movement spread through the na-
tions.  It began among the Jewish people. Not only in Jerusa-
lem, but throughout the Jewish homeland of Judea, and even in 
neighbouring Samaria, men and women in their thousands put 
their faith in Jesus and discovered the power of his living pres-
ence. It did not stop there. Members of the occupying Roman 
forces came to the same conclusion and discovered that the 
Holy Spirit was available for then too. It was the same for com-
plete outsiders, who had looked for ages with longing respect at 
the religion of Israel. As we read in the Bible on the Day of

Pentecost itself, when the whole thing erupted, there were 
representatives from many nations visiting Jerusalem for a 
festival.

1st June Mary, the Blessed Virgin  
 

Mary – the virgin mother of Jesus.  For centuries the eastern 
and western churches have considered her pre-eminent 
among all the saints. In the gospels, Mary makes her first ap-
pearance as a teenager.  Nothing is known of her childhood, 
and what we do know of her is found mostly in Matthew 1 – 2 
and in Luke 1 – 2.  
 If you read both accounts, you’ll notice that Luke’s account 
seems to give the story from Mary’s standpoint, whereas 
Matthew concentrates more on Joseph’s side of things.  In 
both accounts the virginal conception of Christ is clearly 
stated.  Mary’s quiet devotion to God and her acceptance of 
his will shine forth.  
After Jesus is born, Mary fades into the background, and 
makes few appearances:  when the family visits Jerusalem 
and she loses her son on the way home; when she urges 
him to help the wedding party in Cana with its wine problem; 
and when Jesus gives her into the keeping of the beloved 
disciple when he is dying on the cross.  
Mary’s last appearance is in Acts chapter one, just before 
Pentecost.  Mary obviously joined the early Church, but her 
role was never one of teaching and preaching, and indeed 
she remained so much in the background that nothing more 
about her is known for certain.  
Both Ephesus and Jerusalem have claimed to be the place 
of her death.  Mary, chosen to be the mother of Jesus Christ, 
one who is both God and Man, holds a unique place in the 
history of mankind.  
Down the centuries that have followed, the Church has paid 
special honour to Mary – and well deserved it is.  “All genera-
tions shall call me blessed…”

7th June  Trinity Sunday  
 

Trying to explain the doctrine of the Trinity 
has kept many a theologian busy down 
the centuries.   One helpful picture is to 
imagine the sun shining in the sky.  The 
sun itself – way out there in space – unap-
proachable in its fiery majesty – is the Father.  The light that 
flows from it, and which illuminates all  
our lives, is the Son.  The heat that flows from it, and which  
gives us all the energy to move and grow,  is the Holy Spirit.   
You cannot have the sun without its light and its heat.  The 
light and the heat are from the sun, are of the sun, and yet 
are also distinct in themselves, with their own roles to play. 
The Bible makes clear that God is One God, who is dis-
closed in three persons:  Father, Son (Jesus Christ) and Holy 
Spirit.   For example:   
Deuteronomy 6:4   ‘Hear O Israel, The Lord our God, the 
Lord is one..’ 
Isaiah  45:22   ‘Turn to me and be saved… for I am God, and 
there is no other’ 
Genesis 1:1-2   ‘In the beginning God created…. And the 
Spirit of God was hovering…’  
Judges 14:6 etc    ‘The Spirit of the Lord came upon him in 
power…’ 
John 1:1-3   ‘In the beginning was the Word, and the Word 
was with God, and the Word was God.  He was with God in 
the beginning.  Through him all things were made; without 
him nothing was made that has been made.’   
Luke 24:49  actually manages to squeeze the whole Trinity 
into one sentence.  Jesus tells his disciples:  ‘I am going to 
send you what my Father has promised; but stay in the city 
until you have been clothed with power (the Holy Spirit) from 
on high.’   
In other words,  the sun eternally gives off light and heat, and 
whenever we stand in its brilliant light, we find that the 
warmth soon follows. 



21st June Father’s Day  
 
The third Sunday in June is Father's 
Day.  Ever wonder how the idea of Fa-
ther's Day came about? Well....    It all 
started way back in 1909 because of a 
woman in Spokane, Washington, named Sonora Louise Smart 
Dodd.  That year she heard a church sermon about the merits of 
setting aside a day to honour one's mother. Mother's Day was 
just beginning to gather widespread attention in the United 
States at this time.  But Sonora Louise Smart Dodd  knew that it 
was her father who had selflessly raised herself and her five sib-
lings by himself after their mother had died in childbirth.  So the 
sermon on mothers gave Sonora Lousie the idea to petition for 
a day to honour fathers, and in particular, her own father, Wil-
liam Jackson Smart. Sonora Louise soon set about planning the 
first Father's Day celebration in Spokane in 1910.   With support 
from the Spokane Ministerial Association and the YMCA, her 
efforts paid off, and a ‘Father’s Day’ was appointed.  Sonora 
Louise had wanted Father’s Day to be on the first Sunday in 
June (since that was her father's birthday), but the city council 
didn't have time to approve it until later in the month.  And so on 
June 19, 1910, the first Father's Day was celebrated in Spo-
kane. Gradually, other people in other cities caught on and 
started celebrating their fathers, too.  The rose was selected as 
the official Father's Day flower.  Some people began to wear a 
white rose to honour a father who was dead, and a red one to 
honour a father who was living.  Finally, in 1972, President Rich-
ard Nixon signed a presidential proclamation declaring the third 
Sunday of June as Father's Day - a permanent, national holiday. 
Today, Father's Day is a great time to celebrate any sort of male 

role models, like uncles or grandfathers, as well 
as dads.   Certainly Father's Day has become a 
day for greeting card companies to rejoice, and 
sales of the most popular gifts for Dad (shirts, ties, 
and electric razors) increase considerably . Per-
haps most telling of all, though, is how children 
continue to see their fathers:  more ‘collect calls’ 
to home are recorded on Father's Day in America 
then on any other day of the year!

It was with some trepidation that we went to our May meeting, enti-
tled "Nature - Naturally". Were we going to be making a calendar, 
like those brave W.I ladies? What did "Nature - Naturally" mean? As 
we were preparing a quick getaway, we were introduced to Mr. Colin 
Millington, a retired police photographer whose hobby is now photo-
graphing the natural life of the countryside. ( No, not the W.I. la-
dies...!! ). This was an evening of joyous entertainment and educa-
tion as he showed us spectacular slides of the plants and creatures 
that abound in his Wirral garden. He attracted wild life by erecting 
bird boxes and bird tables and putting in a pond and he urged us to 
do the same. Because of this he was able to photograph his subjects 
in glorious, colourful detail. Frogs, toads, dragonflies, butterflies, 
squirrels ( which brought an " aaah" from the audience ! ) eagles, 
owls, robins ( another "aaah" ! ) were seen as we had never seen 
them before. With such a wonderful camera and with infinite pa-
tience, Mr. Millington was able to photograph Spring flowers, Autumn 
leaves and Winter scenes in such detail that drops of rain and 
frosted leaves were almost like jewels. He has travelled extensively 
in search of subjects to photograph and we felt honoured to have 
seen the results. The new R.S.P.B nature reserve on the Wirral no 
doubt means that more photographs are to come from Mr. Milling-
ton's camera.

Connecting with culture. How I Caused the Credit Crunch   
It was me. That's what a bright, young, Eton- and Oxford-
educated former banker called Tetsuya Ishikawa, who spent 
seven years at the forefront of  the credit markets, admits 
about himself. During a banking career within some of the 
world's major banks, he structured and sold subprime 
securities to global investors. Now he confesses all in the form 
of a novel that is taking the bestseller lists by storm. 
The title of his book, How I Caused the Credit Crunch, is as in-
triguing as its contents. Too often during the current financial 
crisis the emphasis has been on technical problems of risk 
management, and on what technical fixes now need to be im-
posed. Ishikawa's book provides, in contrast, a vivid reminder 
that financial markets are not the workings of cold mechanical 
forces, but of warm flesh and blood. Reflecting human choices, 
they have innate moral dimensions.  What is true of financial 
markets holds true for the rest of the economy. The attempt to 
understand and to operate in markets through the suspension 
of moral judgement forces economics and business into a 
moral vacuum that eventually suffocates them. Because they 
are essentially about relationships, markets require sound mor-
als to survive. The credit crunch is as much a wake up call to 
the destructiveness that can occur when morals go wrong as 
9/11 was to the destructiveness that can occur when religion 
goes wrong. 
But attempts to use bad morals as an excuse to eliminate 
moral responsibility from markets - whether through the imposi-
tion of secular worldviews or of mechanical fixes - will be as 
misguided and counterproductive as the attempt to use exam-
ples of bad religion as an excuse to banish religion from public. 
For most people in the world,  religion is the magnetic field in 
which they set their moral compass.  It is the context in which 
they perceive and  pursue visions of the common good, stimu-
lated by the sense of personal moral responsibility that religion 
tends to engender. This is what inspired Mel Gibson to ask the

It is a testa-
ment to her that in her later years she was given the support 
and friendship from all who knew her and from wonderful 
neighbours whom she could rely on. She always had a 
cheery smile ( even when she was not feeling very well ) and  
would always greet you with a firm handshake or a big hug. 
She was a wonderful mother and supportive of her children 
and grandchildren and loving wife to Arthur for over sixty 
years.

Nora was born in 1921, the daughter of 
Mary and John Todd and sister to Molly. 
She was brought up in Wavertree in Liver-
pool. Nora left school at the age of fourteen 

and went to work in Crawford's biscuit factory which she cycled 
to each day. She had a love of dancing and would spend her 
spare time helping her sister Molly with dancing lessons. Later 
the family moved to Halewood. Nora attended St. Nicholas's 
church  where she met Arthur. Nora was in the choir and Arthur 
rang the church bells. During the second world war they were 
separated as Arthur joined The King's regiment and went to 
serve in Ireland and Scotland and Nora joined the A.T.S. and 
was stationed in Saighton near Chester where she worked in 
the officer's mess. The unit was the Artillery and Engineers. 
Later, Nora moved with the unit to Cornwall which she de-
scribed as a lovely place but very noisy because of the con-
stant landing of the American transport planes. Nora often 
spoke about the American military staff and how they shared 
their food with the British forces personnel. In spite of the war 
Nora enjoyed her time there and  she even kept up her dancing 
when the Americans invited them to a 'haydown' in a local 
barn! Nora's unit was eventually  transferred to Reading which 
she enjoyed until they came under attack form the V1 bombers 
( nicknamed the doodle bugs). War or no war, Nora and Arthur 
were married at St. Nicolas's church in 1942 but sadly they 
were not allowed to have the bells rung while the war was on. 
Arthur had now joined the Yorks and Lancs and was posted 
abroad in 1943 to serve in Burma. When Arthur returned home 
after the war they settled down into 'civvy lifestyle' and lived in 
Halewood with Nora's mum. Their son Michael was born in 
May 1947. The following year they moved to No.4 Carr lane. 
Their daughter Pauline was born five years later. Nora and
