CHRISTIANS AGAINST POVERTY (CAP).  
 
CAP is a national debt counselling charity working through a 
growing network of centres (currently 102), based within  
local churches supported by a central office in Bradford. 
CAP’s unique ‘hands on’ approach empowers people  to help 
themselves out of poverty and be released from the fear, op-
pression and worry generated by overwhelming debts.  
 
Three people from St. John’s church in Widnes attended the 
CAP Money Coaching course earlier this year. The course 
teaches people budgeting skills and a very simple cash-
based money management system that really works.  
Thoughts have now moved on to opening a CAP centre espe-
cially for Widnes. 
We can bring CAP to the Deanery by setting up a CAP  
centre. The very first step is to start running the CAP money 
courses across the deanery. If we want to set up a centre for 
January 2010 the churches will need to appoint a Centre 
Manager ( to be approved by CAP ) to run the centre and 
possibly identify others to work alongside as Debt Advisors. 
The centre Manager will be the key contact who will be re-
sponsible to CAP and the church for setting up and running 
the centre. They will be responsible for co-ordinating any 
Debt Advisors and organising prayer, support, publicity and 
evangelism. 
St. John’s church in Widnes is taking the lead on behalf of the 
deanery and will liaise with the founder centre of CAP in 
Bradford. They are hoping that other churches will work 
alongside them and set up centres in their own parishes.

· Home visit 
· An effective budget—Based on the information given , a 

realistic budget is worked out for each person or family. 
prioritising essential bills, negotiating affordable pay-
ments with each creditor and stopping unfair interest 
and charges where possible. The debt advisor and sup-
porter will visit again to explain the budget and the pay-
ments that will need to be made.

· CAP account - A CAP account is then set up. It acts as 
a simple bank account. One weekly or monthly payment 
will be made into the account to cover all bills and debts. 
CAP will then distribute this on the clients behalf. Sav-
ings can also be made into the account.  For those in 
severe debt CAP can help them through insolvency 
( even to the point of attending court with them ). 

· Debt free and beyond—The CAP  account pays the bills 
and debt repayments and the clients  will be supported 
by a team until they are debt free. 

CAP Church relationship.  
 
CAP have created a tried and tested product and have ex-
perienced good results. They will provide the materials and 
resources . From their experience of opening over 100 local 
centres, they have found that it always works best if a single 
church  takes the lead in acting as a centre, hopefully this will 
be St. John’s church in Widnes but they will need other 
churches to be a big part of it to make it succeed. 
 
How the churches can support the Deanery CAP centre . 
 
· Run CAP money sessions within the parish—the first 

stage is to run the CAP money course in the community. 
Volunteers will be needed for this. 

· Provide prayer and a support team—To form a relation-
ship with the people who need help—volunteers needed 
to be supporters once the centre is up and running. 

· Contribute a monthly amount– financial support would 
be welcomed from around the deanery.

MAKE A WILL:  
MAKE A DIFFERENCE THIS NOVEMBER WITH WILL AID  
 
Will Aid is the UK’s most successful and enduring charity Will-
making scheme. It is a partnership between solicitors and nine 
UK charities. During November, participating solicitors will 
draw up basic Wills without charging their usual fee. Instead 
they will ask their Will Aid clients to donate a sum equivalent to 
the usual fee.  
 
As a guide and to ensure the solicitors’ efforts are rewarded by 
raising a good sum for charity, the suggested minimum dona-
tion level is £75 for a single Will, £110 for a pair of matching or 
'mirror' Wills, or £40 for a change or codicil to an existing will. 
 
Last November was Will Aid’s most successful campaign ever, 
with around £1 million being raised in just a few short weeks. 
Since its launch in 1988, the scheme has raised almost £8m in 
donations and very much more in legacies. In fact, the 2008 
campaign raised over £5.4 million in legacies pledged to the 
Will Aid charities alone. Much more will have been promised to 
other charities, churches and other good causes. 
 
The money donated is shared between the participating chari-
ties: ActionAid, British Red Cross, Christian Aid, Help the 
Aged, NSPCC, Save the Children UK, Sightsavers Interna-
tional, SCIAF and Trocaire.  
 
This year the Church of England is promoting Will Aid through 
many parishes in England and Wales, urging parishioners to 
make their Will with Will Aid and using the strapline: 
Your solicitor will help you to include your family, your church 
family and favourite charities.

Will-makers can then make their appoint-
ment direct by email or telephone

OPENING DOORS CHARITY. 
Supporting Independence. 
 
Openingdoors is a registered charity that helps to improve 
the quality of life of homeless and vulnerable people in the 
North West and support their independent living. 
 
One of their services is a Supported Lodgings Scheme. 
The project started in October 2001 and provides lodgings for 
young people with providers in the community who have a 
spare room. The young people accommodated, arrive from 
varying backgrounds including: adoption breakdowns, family 
and other relationship breakdowns; in particular when par-
ents divorce and new partners move into the home. A full 
time supported lodgings co-ordinator is based at the Drop—
in Centre in Warrington who recruits and trains providers in 
addition to ensuing that the young person is supported and 
has the necessary life skills to move towards independence 
and a permanent tenancy. 
 
Due to the growing need for such a service for 16—22 year 
old young people, the scheme was made available to both 
Social Services and mainstream clients and now offers a to-
tal of 17 placements. Referrals have increased  and are re-
ceived from the Drop –in at openingdoors; Warrington Bor-
ough Council; Social Services and various other agencies 
and families. Placements can be from a few months to 2 
years.
